2. Getting started

Start with download and install of the GADD Dashboard Builder. It is available via Windows
installation package.

The application will be installed in folder; CA Program Fi(@86) GADD Dashboard
The examples will be installed in folder; C) UsefPublidDocumen@ADD Dashboard

2.1. Start the GADD Dashboard Builder

Start the GADD Dashboard Builder via the shortcut on the desktop or the start menu that was
created by the installer.

The application will start and the example 1 dashboard will be opened automatically.

Click on menu choice Help, F1 or this link, http://dashboardintro.gaddsoftware.com/, to get
introduction and guidance.

When you use the dashboard on via the GADD Web Server the file “Web.config” must
contain the same connection information to use the same data sources on the web site.

Drag
column “NO_OF_ORDERS” to “Columns”.

5. Select element “Chart 1”. Click on tab “Data” in top menu. Click on “Arguments”. Filter by
Arguments means that the data will be filtered on argument selected in “Chart 17 which is
column “COUNTRY”. Click on Multiple Master Filter and enable multi select.

6. Click on country SE in “Chart 17.
